GLIDER TRAINING CAMP (13th camp)


The camp was scheduled for26-30 May 08, but we experienced the worst weather ever at this camp.  We assembled at 10 AM Monday and flew one pattern-tow flight under a low overcast with each of the seven students.  As the overcast lowered we hangered the gliders and eventually cancelled flying after a short ground school.  We cancelled flying on Tuesday due to forecasted low ceilings, although in hindsight the actual conditions may have allowed some flying.  The forecast for Wednesday was encouraging, so we assembled but were stopped by a low ceiling that never lifted; ground school filled another frustrating hour.  The Thursday forecast suggested a workable flight window between the morning overcast and the afternoon winds, but the actuals closed the window so we cancelled at 8:30 AM.   Finally, Friday was flyable all day, and we generated 28 dual training flights, and three first solos.  K.C. Alexander flew 42 tows (!).  The final results were:

TOWPILOT SCHEDULE 2008
I would like to extend a hearty Thank You in advance to all the towpilots.  Without your efforts, none of us would be able to enjoy our hobby as we do.  If I have scheduled you for a date you cannot make, I am terribly sorry.  I try to contact all the towpilots and try to work up a schedule to avoid conflicts.  But, I don’t always get it right, and sometimes your schedules change after we have talked.  I can help with trying to get fill-ins or trades, but it easier without me being a middle man.  It is not required, but if you do make a change with someone, could you please let me know.  This way, we can keep up to date as to who will be towing on what day.  I will also make sure the towpilot and line manager lists are in the hangar at the field.  For those I did not get a chance to speak with, if you cannot tow at all this summer, let me know and I will get others to take the days I assigned to you.  If I just picked days that turn out to not work for you, I would appreciate it very much if you could try to work out trades.

For those that are interested, the current insurance requirement is 500 hours total power time, with 100 hours in similar gear configuration (in our case, fixed tricycle), 10 takeoffs and landings in type, and at least 10 flights while towing sailplanes.  Interested in towing?  It is a rare opportunity.  You get to fly The Worlds Oldest Cessna 182.  And for the duty it pulls, it is in pretty good shape.  If you don’t meet the insurance total time or time in type, we can investigate having named pilots added on a case by case basis.  If you are interested in being a towpilot, let me know.  If you don’t yet have the hours, we can still get you trained in how we like to have the towplane operated, and see about getting you on the reserve list.  

Notes to the towpilots:  Let’s keep the tows in close.  Nothing glides well in sink.  If you are getting tired and need to take a break, tell the line manager.  Your safety needs to be our top priority.  If you need a break, let the line manager know, and we will try to get one to fill in for a few tows.  Also, try and give the line manager a heads up a tow or two before you need to get gas for the towplane.  The fuel is much closer to the runway, so we should be able to get more help for fueling.  Line Managers, keep an eye on the towpilot.  It is VERY HOT in there.  He needs breaks and water, too. 

Towpilots, please make notes of things that need fixing on the back of any tow ticket for the day.  I see the backsides as well as the front sides.  If I don’t know what is broken, I cannot get it taken care of.  You can also tell me by phone (316-729-0356) or e-mail, zuni228@yahoo.com.  I try to give the towplane a once-over every day I am up there, but I cannot see or tell everything.  Those of you that are operating the towplane see first hand what is wrong.  Please let me know so I can get it fixed.  Thanks.  

Also note:  I try to get the tow bills mailed out and to you by the 10th, and I am requesting payment by the 20th.  You can pay via check, cash, or even via PayPal if you like.  But please note:  My PayPal account will not accept credit card payments.  The PayPal account is my e-mail address.  Just put “Tow Bill” somewhere on the invoice, and I will transfer it to the towplane account.
